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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, March 8, 2010 at 7:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Dave Weber, Tim Harsh and John Coonfare.
Dave called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the February 22, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
The Board of Trustees discussed the cost of propane from the current vendor for the community center. The cost for propane at the community center is consistently $.40 to $1.00 per gallon higher than the cost for propane at the maintenance building from a different supplier. Tim moved to let the propane tank at the community center run out with the intent of changing propane vendors to Schilling Propane and Dave seconded.
The Board of Trustees discussed having a written policy for mailbox repair due to damage from snow plowing. Currently, the Delaware County Engineer does not have a written policy for mailbox repair due to damage from snow plowing. Their policy is to review damaged mailboxes due to snow plowing on a case by case basis. The Board of Trustees determined that the township will review damaged mailbox claims due to snow plowing on a case by case basis and will not develop a written policy concerning damaged mailboxes due to snow plowing.

The Board of Trustees signed the 2010 Delaware County Engineer Road Improvement Program participation information for surface improvements to Hills-Miller Road, River Road and Jones Road totaling $29,300.00.

The Board of Trustees signed the February 28, 2010 Bank Reconciliation.
