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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, May 10, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Todd Coonfare, Randy Butts and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the April 26, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Randy stated that members of the fire department would be departing on May 17 to pick up the new engine at KME Fire Apparatus in Pennsylvania. The vehicle inspection will occur on May 18 and they will return on May 19.
Randy reported that the new engine accessory equipment from Warren Fire Equipment would include: hose; nozzles; valves; fittings; entry tools and mounting brackets. The total cost of the required accessory equipment for the new engine would be $42,356.00 plus applicable freight charges. Tim moved to purchase the required accessory equipment for the new engine from Warren Fire Equipment for $42,356.00 plus freight and Dave seconded. All ayes.

Randy stated that once the new engine was in service, a method of sale for the old FMC engine would be determined. Based on Randy’s research, he believes the old engine to be valued at between $10,000.00 and $15,000.00.

Dave reported that he had received cost estimates from the Delaware County Engineer for surface improvements to Watkins Road, Hedley Road and Peel Road, however, he has not had the opportunity to review the information and will present the surface improvement estimates on May 24.

The Board of Trustees discussed the May 4 election result concerning the passage of the Electric Power Aggregation issue. The Board of Trustees determined that the two (2) public hearings for the Radnor Township Electric Power Aggregation Plan of Operation and Governance will be on Monday, June 14, 2010 at 2:00 PM and 6:00 PM.

The Board of Trustees signed the April 30, 2010 Bank Reconciliation.
