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REPORT FROM THE CHAIR - DAN BOYSEL 

It has been a busy spring so far in Radnor Township. Your 
trustees have recently rceived a loan from First Citizens National 
Bank to construct a salt shed and equipment barn at the Radnor 
Road maintenance garage property. This will allow salt and road 
materials to be stored on location, bringing efficiencies to 
purchasing and time on the road acquiring materials. 
Construction begins this summer. 

The board also has approved spending $334,300 for township 
road improvements this summer. These improvements are 
purchased through Delware County and will improve Gallant 
Road and Penry road. Centerline striping will take place on an 
additonal 3 miles of roads. Additional road improvements will 
take place this summer on individual spot contracts.  

Efforts have also been made to secure grant funding to assist in 
the upkeep of the park facilities, to keep it safe and inviting for 
the community.  

The board and fire department is updating the 5 year strategic 
plan, as we look at growth in Delaware County’s northwest 
townships.
