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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, April 12, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Todd Coonfare, Randy Butts, Paul Coonfare and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the March 22, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Paul questioned the Board of Trustees on the need for seasonal help for primarily mowing in the cemetery. The Board of Trustees stated that assistance would be required with cemetery mowing.

Todd stated that the existing push mower utilized in the cemetery required replacement. An adequate push mower for his needs can be purchased for approximately $150.00 at Ace Hardware.

Todd reported that the grass seed required for the lot on Radnor Road adjacent to the cemetery would be approximately $45.00 for fifty (50) pounds at Tractor Supply. Dave recommended that the grass seed needed be purchased from Ohigro due to quality issues. 

Randy stated that several companies were available to install the new computers in the fire department vehicles. Based on his experience with Parr Public Safety, he would prefer that they do the necessary installations. Dave moved to have Parr Public Safety install the new computers in the fire department vehicles and Tim seconded. All ayes. 

Randy reported that delivery of the new engine was scheduled for the week of May 24, 2010. In addition, pricing for the miscellaneous equipment required for the new engine would be obtained from Warren Fire Equipment in the coming weeks.

Dave stated that he was concerned with the surface conditions of Hedley Road and Peel Road. The Board of Trustees determined that surface conditions on Hedley Road could be addressed with culvert repairs, whereas, Peel Road, Watkins Road and River Road would require input from the Delaware County Engineer for recommendations on necessary improvements.

Tim stated that he would be contacting Parrott Implement regarding the new John Deere tractor used with the road mower on the yearly trade-in program.
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The Board of Trustees were presented with Resolution #04-10. Resolution #04-10 supports Mr. John Watkins of Radnor Township in his application to the State of Ohio for purchase of an agricultural easement on his property located at 6006 Hoskins Road. Tim moved to approve Resolution #04-10 supporting Mr. Watkins in his application for participation in the Ohio Agricultural Easement Purchase Program and Dave seconded. All ayes.
There being no further business, Tim moved to adjourn and Dave seconded.
