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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, April 26, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Todd Coonfare, Randy Butts, Elizabeth Miller and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the April 12, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Todd reported that township resident Dan Shew had donated American flags to be placed on the graves of veterans in the cemetery.

Todd stated that hot mix asphalt suppliers had not opened for the season as of yet. Until he is able to obtain repair material, the planned culvert repairs to Hedley Road cannot be completed.

Randy reported that he had obtained a price of $7,400.00 to paint the fire department original engine. At this time, the department will not expend the required funds on painting the original fire department engine.

Randy stated that the township would obtain possession of the new engine from KME Fire Apparatus on May 19, 2010. The required accessory equipment for the new engine will be priced for the May 10, 2010 meeting from Warren Fire Equipment.

Dave reported that he is meeting with representatives of the Delaware County Engineer on April 28 to discuss surface improvements to Watkins Road and Peel Road.
