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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, August 9, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Randy Butts, Todd Coonfare and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the July 26, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Randy reported that the repairs had been completed on the Ford F-350 grass truck and that it was now back in service.

Randy stated that the mechanical repairs to the new KME Engine had been completed. Once the two (2) way radios are installed the new engine will be put into service.

Randy reported that the recent inclement weather had caused the department to explore the possibility of purchasing a new, larger chain saw. The new chain saw would be kept on the new engine and would have a 20” length bar. The cost of the new chain saw would be $700.00. Randy will determine whether or not the chain saw can be purchased at a lower price through the State of Ohio Cooperative Purchasing Program. Dave moved to purchase the new 20” length bar chain saw for the fire department and Tim seconded. All ayes.

Todd stated that the recent inclement weather had damaged several trees in the cemetery. In addition, there are other dead trees in the cemetery that need to be addressed. Todd will contact Timberland Tree to get a price estimate on the necessary tree removal in the cemetery.

Tim stated that he had received a request from a township resident for use of the road tractor and mower on private property. Due to the liability issues associated with using township equipment on private property, the resident will be advised that township equipment is not available for rent or use on private property.

The Board of Trustees were presented with Resolution #06-10. Resolution #06-10 is a declaration of nuisance and abatement of nuisance pursuant to R.C. 505.87, on real property located at 2870 Norton Road, Radnor, Ohio 43066.  Tim moved to accept Resolution #-6-10 and Dave seconded. All ayes.

The Board of Trustees signed the July 31, 2010 Bank Reconciliation.

There being no further business, Dave moved to adjourn and Tim seconded.
