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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, February 22, 2010 at 7:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Randy Butts, Todd Coonfare, Dan Faries and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the February 8, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Todd stated that the Dodge pick-up truck required emergency front end repair work during the winter weather event last week. In addition, snow removal efforts caused damage on Watkins Road and surface patching will be required once the weather cooperates.

The Board of Trustees discussed surface repairs to Hedley Road at the culvert crossing. Miley Excavating will be contacted to do the necessary improvements.

Tim reported that a Hills-Miller Road resident had complained about damage to their mailbox as a result of snow plowing. Currently, the township does not have a written policy for repairing mailboxes as a result of damage due to snow plowing. The township will consult with the Delaware County Engineer and determine the necessity of having a written policy regarding mailbox repair as a result of damage due to snow plowing.

The Board of Trustees discussed road salt usage for the 2010-2011 winter season to provide an estimate to the Delaware County Engineer. Road salt usage for the 2010-2011 winter season is estimated to be two-hundred (200) tons. The Delaware County Engineer will be notified prior to the March 5, 2010 deadline to submit salt usage for the upcoming year.

The Board of Trustees discussed estimates received for surface improvements to River Road, Hills-Miller Road and Jones Road using the Delaware County Engineer 2010 Road Improvement Program. The total cost for the proposed improvements is $29,300.00 and final determination is required by March 16, 2010.

The Board of Trustees determined that the March 22, 2010 meeting would be changed from 7:00 PM to 10:00 AM due to scheduling conflicts.

There being no further business, Tim moved to adjourn and Dave seconded.
