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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, February 8, 2010 at 7:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Dave Weber, Tim Harsh,  Randy Butts, Eldon Johnston and John Coonfare.
Dave called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the January 25, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Eldon provided the Board of Trustees with an overview of the upcoming signage replacement program. 
Eldon stated that prior to last week’s weather event, the township had used seventy (70) tons of salt  to date this winter weather season. Two-hundred (200) tons of salt were estimated to be used by the township in the 2009-2010 winter weather season.

Eldon reported that the Radnor Road bridge replacement project was currently on schedule for construction to begin sometime in September.

The Board of Trustees discussed the need for a utility vehicle. The options of purchasing outright as opposed to financing the purchase were discussed. Given the amount of current outstanding debt, the outright purchase of a utility vehicle is preferred. The purchase of a new utility vehicle will be discussed again at the beginning of fiscal year 2011.

Randy stated that Delaware County would be supplying the township with two (2) computers to be installed in fire department vehicles equipped with GPS locator software. Each computer requires $500.00 in software. In addition, set-up charges for both computers total $200.00. Tim moved to purchase the required software and pay for the set-up charges totaling $1,200.00 and Dave seconded.

The Board of Trustees determined that a public meeting will be held on Tuesday, April 20, 2010 at 7:00 PM at the community center regarding the Opt-Out Electric Aggregation Program from First Energy Solutions that will be included in the May 4, 2010 election.

The Board of Trustees signed the January 31, 2010 Bank Reconciliation.
There being no further business, Tim moved to adjourn and Dave seconded.
