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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, July 12, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Scott Sanders from the Delaware County Regional Planning Commission, Randy Butts, Kip Milhoan and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the June 28, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Scott Sanders, Director of the Delaware County Regional Planning Commission provided the Board of Trustees with an overview of services provided by the regional planning commission. Mr. Sanders stated that data compiled by the regional planning commission could be utilized by the township in developing a comprehensive land use plan for the future.

Todd reported that a string trimmer used in the cemetery was in need of repair. The cost to repair the existing trimmer at Parrott Implement is $250.00, while a new trimmer can be purchased for $300.00. Dave moved to purchase a new string trimmer for the cemetery from Parrott Implement for $300.00 and Mike seconded.

Todd stated that the second round of road mowing on the township’s roads had been completed.

Randy reported that the required accessory equipment for the new KME Engine would all be received in the next two (2) to three (3) weeks. Upon receipt of all of the accessory equipment and the completion of the required training, the new KME Engine would be ready for service.

Randy stated that he had received two (2) estimates to repair the damage to the Ford F-350 grass truck as a result of the accident on June 23. Rusk Brothers estimates the repairs will cost $4,200.00 and 3 C Auto Body estimates the repairs will cost $5,100.00. Randy expressed his desire to have the work completed by Rusk Brothers due to the cost and their proximity to the township. Dave moved to have Rusk Brothers due the necessary repairs to the Ford F-350 grass truck for $4,200.00 and Mike seconded. Randy stated that the truck will be out of service for one (1) week and that the necessary arrangements would be made for mutual aid if required.

Dave reported that he had received a complaint regarding noxious weeds located on a property on Norton Road. The property owner will be notified via certified mail according to Ohio Revised Code 505.87.
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The Board of Trustees were advised that the Delaware General Health District is planning an influenza immunization clinic at the community center on Tuesday, November 9, 2010 from 9:30 AM to 12:00 PM.

The Delaware General Health District is requesting the use of the community center as a possible location to be used during unseasonably warm weather for residents without air conditioning. The Board of Trustees discussed the logistical problems of opening the community center during the day as well as possible conflicts with scheduled events. The Board of Trustees determined that the community center could be used by the Delaware General Health District during unseasonably warm weather if it is available and by reviewing each situation on an individual basis.

The Board of Trustees signed the June 30, 2010 Bank Reconciliation.  

There being no further business, Dave moved to adjourn and Mike seconded.
