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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, July 26, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Randy Butts and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the July 12, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Randy reported that the Ford F-350 grass fire truck damaged in the June 23, 2010 accident was taken to Rusk Brothers today for the necessary repairs. 

Randy stated that several mechanical issues were causing a delay in getting the new KME engine into service. Representatives from Warren Fire Equipment are due to be on-site on July 28 in an attempt to resolve the situation. Randy anticipates the truck to be in service in the next two (2) to three (3) weeks.

Randy reported that the roof at the community center had recently sustained damage due to high winds. The Board of Trustees determined that David Pool would be contacted for an estimate on the required repairs.

The Board of Trustees were presented with the 2011 Revenue Budget. Year-to-date revenues for 2010 are 56% of the projected budget through six (6) months. Upon reviewing the 2011 Revenue Budget, Tim moved to accept the 2011 Revenue Budget and Dave seconded. All ayes.

The Board of Trustees were presented with a letter from Friends of the Lower Olentangy (FLOW) requesting that the township not oppose and is not in conflict with their organization naming a tributary located within Radnor Township. The tributary is currently unnamed and flows off the Olentangy River. Dave moved that the township is not in opposition and does not have a conflict with FLOW naming an Olentangy River tributary located within Radnor Township and Tim seconded. All ayes.

The Board of Trustees were advised that the Delaware General Health District would be conducting a clean-up of the Scioto River in Radnor Township on September 11, 2010. The Delaware General Health District is requesting the township’s assistance in removing the collected refuge and will provide fee waivers to the township for the county transfer station.
There being no further business, Tim moved to adjourn and Dave seconded.
