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The Radnor Township Board of Trustees met Monday, June 14, 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Radnor Community Center. 
Those present were: Mike Watkins, Dave Weber, Tim Harsh, Todd Coonfare, Randy Butts, Steve Belville and John Coonfare.
Mike called the meeting to order and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the May 24, 2010 meeting were approved as read.
Todd presented the Board of Trustees with a situation in the cemetery regarding available lots that will not allow for markers. A local family has expressed interest in purchasing the available lots since relatives are currently buried in the area. Todd stated that no other party would purchase the lots and questioned the Board of Trustees on whether the lots could be sold to the family in question at a discounted price. The Board of Trustees stated that the lots in question could be sold for half price, however, if the lots are purchased, a letter stating that no markers will be permitted on the lot will accompany the deed.

Todd stated that Miley Excavating had provided a cost of $3,500.00 to repair the four (4) culverts on Hedley Road. Dave moved to proceed with the four (4) culvert repairs on Hedley Road for a cost of $3,500.00 from Miley Excavating and Tim seconded. All ayes.

Randy stated that he had received a price of $700.00 to mount the new computer in the new engine that has yet to be put into service. Dave moved to have the new computer mounted in the new engine for $700.00 and Tim seconded. All ayes.

Randy questioned the Board of Trustees on their preference for selling the 1983 Ford FMC engine once it was taken out of service. The Board of Trustees preferred method of sale is via internet auction on www.govdeals.com. Randy requested that the minimum bid be $5,000.00 and that the bid increments be set at $100.00. Tim moved to sell the 1983 Ford FMC engine via internet auction on www.govdeals.com and set the minimum bid at $5,000.00 with bid increments of $100.00 and Dave seconded. All ayes.

Dave presented the Board of Trustees with surface improvement costs from the Delaware County Engineer for Watkins Road, Peel Road and Hedley Road. Improvements to the aforementioned roads in the form of a grader patch only total $14,970.52. Improvements to the three (3) roads with a chip and seal over the grader patch total $38,705.90. Given road surface improvements currently committed using the 2010 Delaware County Engineer Road Improvement Program, the 
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Board of Trustees determined that only grader patch surface improvements will be made to

 Watkins Road, Peel Road and Hedley Road. Dave moved to proceed with the grader patch improvements for $14,970.52 to Watkins Road, Peel Road and Hedley Road and Tim seconded. All ayes.

The Board of Trustees signed the 2010 Delaware County Engineer Road Improvement Program contract.

The Board of Trustees were presented with Resolution #05-10 authorizing the adoption of an electric power aggregation plan of operation and governance. Tim moved to approve Resolution #05-10 and Dave seconded. All ayes. 

The Board of Trustees were presented with the Delaware General Health District apportionment for 2011 totaling $2,117.00.

The Board of Trustees signed the May 31, 2010 Bank Reconciliation.

There being no further business, Tim moved to adjourn and Dave seconded.
