In writing, Randy advised the Board of Trustees of malfunctioning security lights at the community center. Mike will contact Amstutz-Hedges Electric for the necessary repairs. 

In writing, Randy stated that all fire training exercises were complete at the township owned house adjacent to the cemetery and that demolition of the buildings could commence at any time. Mike will contact Mile Excavating and Rhoades Farm Drainage regarding their interest in providing demolition services.
